SOUTHWEST ADDS NEW NONSTOPS TO MIAMI, CONTINUES EXPANSION TO FLORIDA

Mitchell International Airport (MKE) with new nonstop flights to Miami International Airport (MIA)
starting June 12 and continuing every Saturday through September 4. Southwest also made the
following air service announcements for flights from MKE to Florida:
